Parents will be 

called to inform them of late assignments and the assigned Learning Center day.  

Late assignments are due either before the Learning Center day 

or the day after the student stays in Learning Center.  (Please 

note that even if a late assignment is turned in, students are 

required to attend Learning Center.)   All late work will receive a 

reduced grade.  The highest grade that will be given for late 

work is a 75%.  Late work will only be accepted for two days 

after the due date (or the day after Learning Center if this is 

more than two days from the due date).
